	Areas for further improvement and baseline evidence of need:

	Key Indicator 1.  The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity- kick starting healthy lifestyles
· Our children engage in a wide variety of outside of school activities- including from dance, football, dodge ball, rugby, swimming, archery, horse riding, boxing.  Those who were found not to be currently engaging in outside sport are identified and encouraged to join one of our after-school coaching sessions; taking place every Monday and Wednesday. Activities include: Yoga, Gymnastics, Tri-Golf, Team games, fitness, athletics, football, netball, basketball.

· Mrs Greenwood (TA) attended sports ambassador training with two year 5 pupils.  These pupils joined two year 6’s in school to create the School Sports Organising Crew (SSOC).  Together these pupils help organize in school competitions, focused active playtimes and also help lead Mrs Greenwood’s Change for Life club that runs all year at Friday dinner time.

· Our school actively pursued and gained the Healthy Schools mark.  Children are taught in PSHCE lessons and in Science the importance of a healthy diet and the impact of sugar on the body.

· Active maths and active literacy is present across all classes. Mr Greenwood (PE co-ordinator) attended training for both during the 2018-19 school year.  

· All classes regularly complete the daily mile.

Key Indicator 2 The profile of PE and sport being raised across the school as a tool for whole school improvement; Key Indicator 3: Increased knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport.

· Mr Greenwood (Class 3 teacher and PE Co-ordinator) is a PE subject specialist who teaches PE across the entire KS2 cohort at least once per class, per week.  This ensures high quality provision in present across all of KS2.

· Money is allocated to the Rossendale Leisure Trust who provide highly qualified sports coaches to coach the children for 50% of the PE lessons for each class in KS2.

· New long term plans for KS1 and KS2 are in place to help focus lessons on fundamental movement skills and the actions and sequencing of movement.
· Our school offers a huge range of after school sports clubs as detailed in Key Indicator 1

· Links established with Blackburn Rovers FC who run community coaching during the summer term.

· LG runs Change for Life club every Friday working with the whole school.
· Staff have been trained in EYFS and in KS2 schemes of work, with a KS1 scheme of work course to be planned in for all next year.

· Planning is taken from Lancashire Schemes and all staff use these to support teaching.

· PE leader is a subject specialist who teaches in all year groups of KS2

· Gymnastics coach works with KS1 teacher to support the delievery of high quality PE.

· Sports week completed with all children engaging in Boxercise, Martial arts, Dance and Basketball.
· Leah Barrow- Gb athlete performed a presentation and worked with groups of all ages across school.

The impact of this is that children have a renewed enthusiasm for their work- knowing what they need to do in lessons and the changes they need to make at home in order to lead an active and healthy lifestyle.  We have seen an increased level of achievement against the nationa curriculum objectives; supported by our use of current assessment systems.

Key Indicator 4:  Broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils

· We have made contact with Ski Rossendale and have been able to offer children a ski lessons package after school with private tuition; our children take lessons in groups of 12 for 1 hour each Tuesday in blocks of 6 lessons.

· We have made contact with Fearns equestrian centre who have been able to help us offer a package of horse riding lessons.
· 4 PE ambassadors were selected and attended a leadership course in October.  They show excellent responsibility and commitment in this role.
· Informal feedback shows that the majority of our children are involved in active playtimes.  Furthered by Change for life club every Friday.
· Total Dance coaches teach in Spring term every Wednesday with KS2

· Sports week completed with all children engaging in Boxercise, Martial arts, Dance and Basketball.

· Funtastic Yoga is well attended.

This has impacted upon our pupils as we now have children who compete in other sporting opportunities- these include children who engage in: skiing, dodgeball, swimming, boxing, archery, equestrian and skiing.


	Cricket club wasn’t well attended this year and will need to be actioned next year in order to raise participation in this sport.
During the mornings at the start of the year a Zumba club was attended by children- this decreased in numbers and there is a plan to meet with Total Dance Ltd to see whether this can be set up again with an action plan to increase numbers.

Inactive children to be targeted for focused play times.
PE specialist is given time to attend after-school competitions that are run by the RLT.  Other adults could be utilized to help with the running of competitions and therefore helping to raise the profile of PE across the whole of school.
Improve the strategy for reporting and publishing the sporting achievements/participation across school- blog, school website?

Use Amaven assessments to identify strengths and weaknesses in children and use this data to inform planning- all staff need to be aware of its benefits and need to be trained on its successful usage.
Allow parents to have access to Amaven logins where they can see their own child’s data and also have access to at home activities and exercises that are tailored to their individual fundamental movement skills.

Train new sports leaders externally to continue with the sports ambassador program.
Continue to uphold links with skiing and horse riding.

Develop activity stations at lunchtime and break times to help structure play times more effectively.  Benefits to include the development of fundamental movement skills, core motor skills, fitness and mental wellbeing.

· Separate KS1 and 2 sports days days were planned for in advance with all children being given a greater opportunity to participate.
· We have competed in football, swimming, cross-country, tri-golf, orienteering and dodgeball- all teams  have enjoyed this and we have larger numbers that want to participate.
