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	Key achievements to date:
	Areas for further improvement and baseline evidence of need:

	Key Indicator 1.  The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity- kick starting healthy lifestyles
· Our children continue to engage in avariety of outside of school activities.  We have 78% of children involved in continuing provision with clubs beyond Sharneyford.  The remaining children are encouraged to join in-school sports clubs that take place bi-weekly after school.
· We have, once again, sent children to train as Sports Ambassadors.  These are year 5 pupils who then team up with the previous years’ ambassadors to create the Sports Leaders.  There leaders engage others in active play, run competitions at break times and help in the running of the Change for Life club

· Children are taught in PSHCE lessons and in Science the importance of a healthy diet and the impact of sugar on the body.  This is coupled with ongoing training in PSHCE so that our children are in receipt of high quality lessons in wellbeing and healthy lifestyles.
· Mr Greenwood and Mrs Handley attended KS2 and EYFS/KS1 training at the start of 2019 to engage in new ideas for the delivery of PE across school; creating a whole school approach to the teaching of PE

· All classes regularly complete the daily mile.

Key Indicator 2 The profile of PE and sport being raised across the school as a tool for whole school improvement; Key Indicator 3: Increased knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport.

· Mr Greenwood (Class 3 teacher and PE Co-ordinator) is a PE subject specialist who teaches PE across the entire KS2 cohort.
· Money is allocated to the Rossendale Leisure Trust who provide highly qualified sports coaches that work with our class teachers to provide high-quality PE provision.
· Our teachers follow the Lancashire Scheme of Work for PE.

· Our school offers a huge range of after school sports clubs.
· Links established with Ski Rossendale and Fearns Equestrian.
· LG runs Change for Life club every Friday working with the whole school; aided by the Sports Leaders.
· Staff have been trained in EYFS, KS1 and in KS2 schemes of work.
· PE leader is a subject specialist who teaches in all year groups of KS2

· Gymnastics coach works with KS1 teacher to support the delivery of high quality PE.
Covid 19

· Sports week was cancelled this year due to the Covid-19 pandemic.  In spite of this, the school offered daily PE lessons (online) to all classes- focusing on the complete range of movements that underpin a high range of sports.  This was offered through the Lancashire Team for School Sports.  

·  We offered our children the chance to compete in an online remote sports day.

· For the above, Sharneyford received the Sainsburys Virtual School Sport award.
Key Indicator 4:  Broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils

· Ski Rossendale lessons continue to be well attended.
· Fearns equestrian also continues to be well attended.
· 4 PE ambassadors were selected and attended a leadership course in October.  They show excellent responsibility and commitment in this role.
· Informal feedback shows that the majority of our children are involved in active playtimes.  Furthered by Change for life club every Friday.
· Total Dance coaches teach in Spring term every Wednesday with KS2 and have taught (alongside the class teacher) in KS1 on a Thursday.
· Funtastic Yoga was well attended and is given excellent feedback from our children.

	Impact
Our children develop pride for our school and continue to compete well in sports both inside and outside of school.  Our children are always given the opportunity to compete in regular sports and the number of children attending outside school sports is increasing.  This allows our children to be proud of their sporting achievements.

Note- this above impact was true up to the onset of the Covid-19 pandemic.
Areas for improvement- In school coaching.

A conversation with the Rossendale Leisure Trust has taken place to ensure that the sports next year after school are more appropriate to the age, need and enjoyment of our pupils.  We will not seek any coaching during the Autumn 1 phase of next year but will look forward to working with them to put into practice our ideas resulting from the aforementioned dialogue form Autumn 2 onwards.
Impact

Less active children are highlighted and are encouraged through our Change for Life club.  Active play times and Sports Leader led play ensures that all our children are mobile.  All staff understand the importance of activity and how this contributes to successful learning.
We will aim to continue into the 20/21 school year with the same goals as the school year of 19/20.  The impact above is true up-to March 2019 and the onset of Covid-19.  Without a full year to assess properly the needs for further improvement, we will keep the same links, offer the same opportunities and keep the same commitment from staff in order to fully gauge which improvements may need to be made.
Impact

This has impacted upon our pupils as we now have children who compete in other sporting opportunities- these include children who engage in: skiing, yoga, swimming, boxing, archery, equestrian and skiing.

We will continue to monitor these links throughout 2020-21 and make an informed decision on their continuation due to their popular nature with our children and the fact that they deliver an excellent opportunity for a broader range of sports.

The participation in sports this year has been difficult.  Our most popular and well-attended sports – tri-golf, cross-country, the swimming gala were all cancelled due to Covid-19.  We therefore have had little opportunity to engage in competitive sport on a school level.  We will look to competing more during 2020-21 without the hindrance of the Covid-19 pandemic.
